Diagnosed with cancer at age 60 with only three months to live, he taught the 
Seton community “Trustful Surrender” to God’s will.  When Colonel P. died in 
June 1998, it was evident he had affected many lives.  Over 900 people 
attended his funeral. 
 
His wife Jane and seven children carry on his legacy of faith through teaching, 
raising Catholic families, and serving the Church in religious life.
